Case Presentation Format (subtopic Oligodontia)
Angle Component Meeting, Dana Point, January 28- February 1, 2012


For the 2012 program we are hoping to have three doctors present cases that involve challenging mechanics of the clinician. As a subtopic of complicated cases, we have selected Oligodontia.  Should there not be enough cases involving oligodontia submitted, other complicated cases will be considered.

Several issues to be aware of if you elect to submit a case:

1. The Program Chair and Study Chair will review the submitted outlines to decide 	which cases will be presented.  
2.  The Presenter will have 20 minutes.
3.  There will not be a discusser but there will be 10 minutes for general 	discussion and questions.
4.  The outline for presenting should generally follow these time constraints:
    a.  5 minutes for diagnosis
    b.  10 minutes for mechanics and special treatment required
    c.  5 minutes for orthodontic and restorative outcome and 	complications/contributing factors. 
5.  One point will be awarded (mini paper criteria under our point system).
6.  Pre-treatment records of cases will be posted on our website for all members to view before the meeting. Final records will not be posted.  The goal here is to encourage discussion of treatment possibilities before it is presented.  (Cases must be posted before hand for the mini paper point to be awarded.)
7.  Regarding oligodontia cases, the objective of the presentation will be long term treatment outcome and restorative options used.

A brief outline should be submitted to the Program Chair at this email address, by July 31, 2011, using the abstract submission form.
